Thanks for taking part: Anthropology is the study of cultures. People around the world create different social, political, economic, and religious systems in different environments. Anthropologists aim to research the similarities and diversity of such processes from the unique shared perspective of actually living as part of the larger community.  Many people think of anthropology as the study of "ancient traditions" and "exotic tribes", this is a misunderstanding. Most anthropologists today study phenomena belonging to modern societies, such as the USA and Japan, and in many cases, how these leaders of globalisation have impacted on the rest of the world. 
I am interested in the cultural intersection between the ‘local’ and the ‘global’, and the impact global processes continue to have on indigenous communities.  I am also interested in Majority ethnicities and the deconstruction of “whiteness” in order to explore how movements of people: Cosmopolitans, forced migrants and domestic labour migrants re-create their ethnicities in the face of unequal access to resources and ascribed sets of restrictions by their host communities.
