Clockenflap, the annual music and multi-media arts festival, is back!  Brace yourselves—Clockenflap returns for its second year this November 7-8 2009, a fantastic fun-filled weekend of international music, multi-media arts and custom-built contraptions!

The Festival

Building on the huge success of last year's festival, Clockenflap allows attendees to enjoy cutting-edge music, award-winning films and innovative local art, all while taking in the atmosphere and sunshine at one of Hong Kong's only usable outdoor lawn areas. The festival's Official Venue Partner, Cyberport – with its sea air, soft grass and modern facilities – has been retained, providing the perfect location to host such an event.

Last year's Clockenflap saw the Asian debut of UK Mercury Prize-nominees Young Knives, and the organisers have been busy since, hosting The Peoples' Party to bring such quality international artists as Jose Gonzales, Ratatat and Handsome Furs to Hong Kong.

“The first Clockenflap was hugely successful,” says Festival director Mike Hill. “And after taking in all the feedback, we decided to build on the outdoor festival experience. We've pulled together a richer, cooler line-up of international and regional acts."  

The festival has teamed up with a host of expert partners to improve this year's event – it now features two outdoor stages, an international film tent, live and interactive art installations, an exciting new Eco Village, an improved kids play area, chill-out bars, international cuisine, an exclusive VIP room and much more. Once again the organizers have made a strong environmental commitment, with on-site recycling stations and plans to offset carbon emissions incurred from the artists' flights.

With over 20 acts tearing it up on the main and side stages, 70 of the finest shorts, music videos and animation screening in the film tent, and an an endless array of live and interactive art installations strewn about the grassy lawn, it promises to be the biggest festival of its kind that Hong Kong has ever seen – two fun-in-the-sun days of pure creativity, made all the better by the 4000 festival-goers in attendance. 

  

The Line-Up

This year, Clockenflap is proud to announce Blood Red Shoes (UK) as the Saturday night headliner. Like a reversed White Stripes, the two-piece punk band is Laura-Mary Carter on guitar and Steven Ansell on drums. Part frisky, part ferocious, the duo have a coltish urgency and hard-bitten attitude that beckons to be heard. They recently played the Mercury Prize Sessions, and have supported such acts as Rage Against the Machine, Panic! At The Disco and The Breeders.

We're equally ecstatic about our Sunday night headlining act, Los Campesinos! (UK). The Welsh boy/girl seven-piece have shocked the indie rabble with their unrestrained rock,  constantly jumping from the frivolous vibes of disco and punk, to experimental territory that's both twisted and troubled. Ultra-literate and endlessly exciting, they grab that musical golden ring: making pop sound like it's an entirely new genre. After touring the UK and South America, they arrive in Hong Kong amped and at-the-ready.

YACHT  (US) ("Young Americans Challenging High Technology.") will also be joining Clockenflap. Made up of former Blow member Jona Bechtolt and his songstress muse Claire L. Evans, the laid-back electronic act have shaken up the scene with their coquettish flux of looseleaf grooves and sensual vocals. They're currently finishing up a whirlwind tour of Europe, West Coast America and Mainland China, where they played alongside The Breeders and Yeah Yeah Yeahs.

Fin Greenall of Fink (UK) will be cooling things down with an acoustic set of jazzy blues and chilled-out folk. Over the past decade, the Ninja Tune artist has kept up with the changing times, switching from techno DJ to trip-hop artst to his current guise as a singer-songwriter. His latest incarnation is his finest yet, a smoky blend of soulful fingerpicking and urban lyrics that's sold out shows and supported names like Zero 7 and Nitin Sawhney.

Alexis Taylor - Hot Chip DJ set (UK) from the frontman of Grammy-nominated electro pop pioneers Hot Chip, will be jetting into Hong Kong for special DJ appearance. With the band currently putting the final touches on their new album, Alexis has taken time off for this one-off event featuring a scattergun selection of classic Disco, Electro cuts, Rock 'n' Roll, Techno and credible Pop music. 

Clockenflap also boasts the regional power of Beijing's hottest act Pet Conspiracy (CH) and the ten-piece retro big-band Radioactive Sago Project (PH), as well as some of the finest locally-raised bands, with the likes of Chochukmo, Noughts & Exes and Poubelle International.

The Side Flap – the live electronic stage embedded with audio-visual performances – will feature local heroes Uptown Rockers, Songs for Children and Snoblind throwing down an eclectic mix of electronic music, with interactive media featured on the 9m x 7m LED screen.

The Film Tent returns, screening award-winning shorts, music videos and animation from The 48 Hour Film Project, Future Shorts, I Shot Hong Kong and a host of local indie filmmakers. 

Various pieces of live and interactive installation art pieces will be displayed around the grassy lawn, featuring local artists Hanna Hoyne(AU), C:A+D, Outsign Lab, Catherine Tai (HK) and more.
